Abstract. The abstract should provide a short overview of the content and the problem of the article; the relevance of the research; research methods, and the results obtained. The text of the abstract should be clear and concise. The length of the abstract is 2000-2200 characters.

Keywords: keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3, keyword 4, keyword 5 (no full stop)
Introduction describes the problem of the topic, its relevance and the extent of its investigation; states the aim, the subject and objectives of the research, as well as research methods.
Analysis. A description of the research is provided, while methodology and analysis are presented in sections and sub-sections with headings. In the case of empirical research, the main part should contain sections for theory, hypotheses, procedures/methods, results and their discussion. When the article is theoretical, it is necessary to provide a consistent substantiation of the suitability of the selected sources for the solution of a chosen problem.

The most important parts of the analytic section are:
a) research methods and conditions;
b) research results and their discussion.
In the text of the article, sources should be cited in brackets indicating the author's surname and the year of publication, e.g.: (Cooper 2008), (Cleland, Kaufmann 2012). When the author is mentioned in the text, only the year is indicated in brackets, e.g.: “... as stated by N. Dagėlienė (2010)...”.  If the Internet source has no author, the reference is added in parentheses in the text only. 
Conclusions reveal core study results in a structured way. In the case of empirical research, they highlight the activities carried out.
Recommendations (if necessary).
      List of references. It is recommended for the reviewed scientific publications to be limited to the last 5 years and for the number of references to be at least 10. References should be described according to the international APA guidelines. 
Summary.TITLE in capital letters, text size 10 pt., bold. Summary (no spaces between characters). The text size: 10 pt, bold, first-line indent 0.5 cm. The summary and keywords are written in English. In case the article is written in English, the summary should be written in the Lithuanian language. The length of a summary is 2000-2200 characters.
Formatting requirements for articles

Articles should be typed on Microsoft Word A4 (210 x 297 mm) format page at 1 line spacing using 12 pt Times New Roman font, justified. 
Other requirements:

1. The width of margins: top – 2 cm, bottom – 2 cm, right and left – 2 cm each. 
2. First-line indent 0.5 cm.
3. TITLE in capitals, 14 pt., bold, centred.
4. Headings of sections are typed in lowercase, 12 pt, bold, aligned left.
5. The word References and the list are typed in 10 pt.
6. The graphs and figures should be clear; drawings should be grouped into a single object. They should be numbered and named.

7. Tables and charts should also be numbered and named. Their headings are placed above, centred.

Article submission procedure

The articles submitted should be written in scientific language. The information presented should be edited; without spelling, punctuation and style errors. The length of the article is 7 to 8 pages (including figures and graphs). Articles are accepted for publication only upon the fulfilment of all the conditions described below:

1. Authors present the manuscript of an article that complies with the requirements set above. It is the author's responsibility that the article provides original research data and its content, and the authorship is agreed with co-authors. The authors of the article should also submit the original of the signed warranty letter. 

2. Provided the article corresponds to the formal and scientific requirements, a reviewer is assigned. The names of the reviewers are not disclosed to the authors. The review of the article should be submitted within 2 weeks. If necessary, the article with the review is sent back to the author for corrections, and it should be revised and returned within 2 weeks. If the author does not agree with the essential remarks of the reviewer, he/she should submit a written response to the editorial board. 

3. The reviewed article is published on the approval of the Scientific Committee of the conference.
